Applicants to the University of Minnesota College of Pharmacy must apply through the national application service, PharmCAS (www.pharmcas.org). Supplemental application and interview are also required; further information can be found on the College of Pharmacy Web site at www.pharmacy.umn.edu. Highly qualified candidates are then invited to campus for an interview prior to the admission decision.   Supplemental Application deadline is March 1 for the following fall.  The supplemental application is available 6 weeks after the PharmCAS application is submitted.  The College of Pharmacy has rolling admissions.  Under rolling admissions, applicants are reviewed in the order received; positions become limited before the March 1 deadline.
A Bachelor's degree is preferred (fewer than 10% of accepted students do not have a bachelor’s degree).  Applicants who have a PharmCAS GPA of 3.00 (or 3.2 over the most recent 60 sem. credits) are eligible to apply for admission.  The criteria used to evaluate and select applicants for admission include the student’s educational background and GPA, PCAT scores, diversity factors, work experience, understanding of the pharmacy profession, community service, oral and written communication skills, and letters of recommendation. Information and registration for the Pharmacy College Admission Test (PCAT) and scored writing subtest are available online at www.pcatweb.info.
Admission is competitive: 218 students out of 844 applicants were admitted for fall 2010.  Average GPA of admitted students was 3.56; average PCAT composite percentile was 77%.
